Fluorescence
Mumber panels of the banknote are printed in fluorescent ink. The banknote has optical fibres. Both can be seen when the banknote
is wiewed under ultraviolet light.

Paper
Banknote is printed on a special watermarked paper with substrate cotton and cotton rag. This gives the banknote a unique "feel” and
"crackling sound”. The new series of R8.100 hanknote has paper with increased grammage and caliper thickness.
